INCORPORATION OF MILLENNIUM PARK AND ALLOTMENT

The Chairman reported that the proposed plan to integrate the Millennium Park and the adjoining allotment had progressed in the last month with a site visit from the Wiltshire Council Arboreal Officer to give advice plus a professional ecological survey. The two planning applications for the allotment ‘Change of Use’ and ‘Tree Clearance in a Conservation Area’ were now almost ready for submission subject to any additional modifications put forward at this meeting. A letter of objection to the project by a resident living close to the park was read out to the meeting also a draft letter to the present allotment holder. After some discussion it was agreed that the Parish Council should go ahead with submitting the planning application to Wiltshire Council. If the application was agreed then a site meeting should be set up between the Parish Council and any worried residents to explain the present plans and consider their various views. The work required may have to be done in stages subject to affordability and seasonal restrictions. The Clerk was requested to reply to the letter of objection and write to the allotment holder. The Chairman agreed to liase with PCC about the possibility of a gate to the Church car park that could be locked at night to deter youths in cars.

SNOW CLEARANCE AND PAVEMENT GRITTING PLAN
The Chairman reported that due to the recent snow and ice a new mini gritter had been purchased by the Council to assist with the problem of icy pavements in the village. Able-bodied residents could if they wish clear snow from the pavement outside their house. If required Wiltshire Council has offered one ton of salt in bulk to the village provided it could be stored under cover. After some discussion it was decided that Netheravon had no place to store a ton of salt grit under cover. It was suggested that the Parish Council purchase three more grit bins for the village provided that Wiltshire Council would fill them. Clerk to look into cost of bins and Cllr Howard to check if Wiltshire Council will fill the extra bins.  

After note:  Cllr Howard reports that the Wilts Council does not have resources to fill additional salt bins.

PHOENIX HALL CAR PARK MAINTENANCE

The Chairman reminded the members present that the Council had agreed to provide additional gravel for the Village Hall Car Park once the building at the school had been completed. After some discussion it was agreed that the Clerk would liase with the school on a joint load of gravel for the school car park and the village hall car park.

Village Recreation & Amenities

The Chairman gave an update on the footpath project from Harefield Crescent highlighting the difficulties of crossing farmland and private land belonging to ‘The Stables’. Cllr Hayward West agreed to talk to the Netheravon House/Stables Management Committee to see if there was any way of accommodating the footpath on the eastern side of the A345. The trim trail in the Millennium Park will be repaired during the first week in February. Clerk requested to investigate cost of new picnic benches for the park.


Village Enhancement & Cemetery
Cllr Tighe reported that a gravestone put on the wrong grave by the stonemason had now been now corrected. Some plants killed by the frost in the village green tubs would be replaced.

Netheravon Council to award the Silver Jubilee Cup this year. Clerk to put notice in Newsletter.

Annual £200 Litter Grant from Wiltshire Council to cease due to cost cutting.

The Environment Agency is overall responsible for the maintenance of River Avon. The local River Warden is willing to give a presentation at a Parish Council meeting if required. Clerk to check if March is suitable.

Great Stones Way route has been agreed through Netheravon. It will enter the village via the under Corfe track into Mill Road, down the High Street to Choulston Bridge and leave the village via the Figheldean footpath at Choulston Farm.

Southern Highways at Wilton are to take over responsibilities for Netheravon highways and street scene cover from Eastern Highways at Marlborough.
