VERIFY LAST MINUTES

POLICE REPORT

PC Bayliss reported that there had been four incidents of hare coursing reported in the area. One incident of road rage in the village and an increase of off roading on the Plain over Christmas. Now that off road vehicles had been banned from the Ridgeway they were coming to Salisbury Plain.

ARMY LIAISON OFFICER REPORT
Lt Col Linge reported that over the Christmas period Wardens had seen more than 250 Landrovers off roading on the Plain. Fortunately most were keeping to the stone track by-ways and subsequently causing little damage. The damaged hedge alongside the fishponds at Haxton would be replanted in the spring. The streetlights and potholes from Netheravon to Airfield Camp are being investigated with a view to repair. New signs ‘Pedestrians in Road’ are to be erected at Choulston Farm corner. Dog fouling on the Plain is becoming a problem, particularly near tank crossings, dog walkers must be made aware of the need to pick up after their dogs even on the Plain.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORT

Cllr Howard reported that the Council Offices in Devizes and Urchfont Manor are to close to save money. There will be a Wiltshire Council office in Devizes town centre. Discussions took place on future Broadband improvements, Wiltshire Council intend to update the local Broadband in 85% of Wiltshire by 2015. Mr McClymont was invited to give a short briefing on an alternative private wireless system called NextGenUs which, provided over 100 customers signed up, could start within the next few months.

A bank account for the Jubilee funds had been opened and would receive £200 when the old HAFAN fund closes, hopefully a further £1,000 grant will be awarded to Netheravon from the Tidworth Area Board.


Mr Burke updated the Council on the ‘Pedal Car Grand Prix’ to be held in the southern half of the High Street. Cllr Beswick agreed to look into obtaining crowd barriers for the pedal car track.
