PUBLIC QUESTIONS
Members of the public from Harefield Crescent attended the meeting and raised several points about the problems that Harefield Crescent residence are experiencing such as only being able to access the village school and facilities by car due to a lack of a footpath on the A345 road, in addition crossing the road to the bus stop opposite the entrance to Harefield Crescent is dangerous due to lack of visibility by pedestrians of the fast flowing traffic on the A345. The Chairman explained that the Parish Council and our Wiltshire Councillor had been very active over the last few years trying to get the bus stop updated , trying to get the speed limit reduced and providing a new footpath along the A345 to the village.  The planned new bus stop had been cancelled by Wiltshire Council due to recent funding cuts, the speed limit reduction had been refused, although the Council will monitor heavy vehicle speeds, and the statuary provision of a footpath was at present being looked at by Wiltshire Council legal department. The Council would be discussing the subject under item 135/11 later in the meeting. 

PRESENTATION – Good Neighbours Scheme by Cllr Graham Wright 

Cllr Wright introduced himself as the local Good Neighbours Coordinator and gave a brief introduction to the Wiltshire Good Neighbours Scheme; this is aimed at supporting older people in rural communities across the county. The service provides a range of information about statutory, voluntary and commercial services that supports them to live safe, comfortable, fulfilling and independent lives. A network of Good Neighbour Co-ordinators is now in place and operating within their communities. 132/11	POLICE REPORT
PC Bayliss reported that a Church window had been broken, batteries had been stolen from a local farm, broken down car parked on the pavement, and two large dogs off the lead on the Plain had attacked a smaller dog.
	
133/11	ARMY LIAISON OFFICER REPORT
Lt Col Linge reported that Salisbury Plain Training Area would take over the running of many of the training areas in the West Country. After the Army withdrawals from Afghanistan in 2015 the large exercises on the Plain would be considerably reduced. The updating of Rights of Way signage across the Plain is making good progress. It was agreed that the Clerk would have an on site meeting with Lt Col Linge to discuss the site position of a bench alongside the under Corfe track.

134/11	COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORT
Cllr Howard reported that the new bins for recycling plastic and cardboard would be issued in November. As part of the Wiltshire Council financial savings the CEO and one Service Director would be cut, the Leader and the three remaining Service Directors would run the Council. A Councillor pointed out that the A345 road passing Netheravon village had fresh white lines painted recently but the present road surface remained abominable. 

135/11	HAREFIELD CRESCENT FOOTPATH
The Chairman reported that at present Wiltshire Council legal department are considering whether they have a statuary duty to provide a footpath, it is likely that a feasibility study will be required first to establish the need. The Chairman explained the history of the Parish Council’s many attempts to get the speed limit on the A345 reduced but due to countrywide set criteria stating houses have to be present on both sides of the road all attempts have so far failed. It was suggested that residents keep a log of all incidents on the A345 in the vicinity of Harefield Crescent and report them to the police. The Parish Council and County Councillor would continue to press for the footpath. Meanwhile residents of Harefield Crescent stated they would be erecting a mirror near the entrance to enable pedestrians to view oncoming traffic before crossing the road.

136/11	AVON VALLEY COORDINATION
	The Chairman reported that he had contacted other Parish and Town Councils along the Avon Valley for a meeting to coordinate common problems and discuss the Jubilee Celebrations. Cllr Howard gave his full support to this cooperation between local Councils.

139/11	JUBILEE & OLYMPICS 2012 CELEBRATIONS
	The Chairman reported that the Jubilee planning team were now in place, and in addition the Station Commander of Airfield Camp had offered support. It is proposed that fund raising activities are to be held over several weekends prior to the event such as a barn dance, treasure hunt, wild play event and brewery open day. The Jubilee Day programme is developing well with the projected content including a wide variety of attractions for all ages with live music hot food and cream teas and a variety of displays and activities such as a tethered hot air balloon , a birds of prey demonstration, village history project, street entertainers.  The venue has yet to be agreed but could be the Millenium Park with the Church or School Playing fields with the Phoenix Hall. It had been agreed that Fittleton and Haxton residents would join with Netheravon in the celebrations. All children up to the age of sixteen in Netheravon and attending the village primary school would be given a  Jubilee mug to celebrate the occasion.  It was agreed that the Council preferred to purchase a commercially designed mug and would like the main event to be held in the Park.
	
140/11	MILLENNIUM PARK EXPANSION
The Chairman reported that the nettles had been sprayed and a temporary fence put up in the gateway. The contractor had stated that work on cutting down the trees would probably start at the end of October beginning of November.

141/11 COMMITTEE REPORTS			
Village Recreation & Amenities
The Chairman reported that the library volunteer system was operating extremely well at present.
Cllr Mitchell showed some of the village history photo albums that would be permanently on display in the library and at the Jubilee event next year.
Village Enhancement & Cemetery
Cllr Tighe suggested that a Parish Council working party should be arranged for Sunday morning at 10 am on 6th November to clean up the War Memorial area ready for wreath laying on Remembrance Day. 

142/11 REPORT FROM CLERK
The Clerk reported that ROSPA had inspected the Council play areas and had highlighted the following medium hazards:
	Millennium Park – Low overhanging tree branches and barbed wire fences.
	BMX Track – Missing road fencing and poor traffic visibility at exit on to road. Clerk to action.

Wiltshire Council are short staffed at present, but will inspect the large cedar tree opposite Rod’s Garage as soon as possible for safety. Once inspected a metal tag will be affixed to the tree.

	Tidworth Community Area Board 
The Chairman reported the meeting was mostly taken up with discussing opposition to the proposed Ludgershall Recycling Centre. It was likely that Netheravon’s request for a grant would come up at the next TCAB meeting to be held in the Phoenix Hall on 21st November 2011. All councillors were urged to attend this meeting.
Tidworth Community Area Partnership
The Clerk attended the meeting on the 9th September the main points were next year’s Blue Light Day would be combined with the Tidworth Jubilee Celebrations, the Red Cross would carryout 2 hour first aid courses at village halls, a community survey (available on-line) will be carried out shortly to find out the needs of the people within the community. 
Phoenix Hall AGM Meeting
Cllr Tighe reported that the committee were looking for a new Chairperson after the resignation of Mrs Archer. The level of bookings needed to rise to keep the hall financially viable.
