FOOTWAY FROM HAREFIELD CRESCENT

Cllr Blair-Pilling reported on the meeting with Defence Estates and Wiltshire Council to discuss a footway from Harefield Crescent to Kennel Row. Establishing a footway on the western side of the A345, using Wiltshire Council land, from opposite the entrance of Harefield Crescent up to the cross roads opposite the Avon Camp entrance was fairly straight forward. Any footpath continuing on the western side of the road would have to be through farmland involving building a new ground surface and fencing, also passing through water logged area to exit in Staggs Lane. The alternative is to cross the road to Avon Camp and continue the path alongside the eastern side of the A345. 

This route may involve obtaining permission to cross private land. The Parish Council are awaiting news about the width of the land on the eastern side of the A345 owned by Wiltshire Council; once this is established plans can be firmed up. The Clerk was requested to check if Figheldean Parish Council would like Cllr Blair-Pilling to attend their next meeting to give a briefing on the proposal.

The Clerk was requested to remove the old wreaths from the War Memorial and find out the manufacturer and costs of the new Figheldean village signs.
